  Chapter three
Equipment of the Modern Minuteman


Readiness begins with what you have on hand. The early Minutemen were expected to show up with a musket, powder, and shot. In the same way, today’s Minuteman must be equipped with the essentials. 

The sidearm is the foundation of your kit. Reliable options include the Glock 17, Glock 47, or Canik TP9 models. If you need a concealed carry option, the Glock 19 is an excellent choice. From there, equip your weapon with quality sights, such as a Trijicon RMR or Holosun Reflex Sight. A mounted light can also make a difference in defending your home at night.

Beyond the firearm itself, your belt system is critical. A rigid battle belt, like the Lead Devil or Ferro Concepts belts, serves as the foundation, carrying your holster, magazine pouches, and essential tools. Skimping on the belt is a mistake—it holds your entire kit together.

From holsters to magazine carriers, each piece of gear has a purpose. Equipping yourself properly means you are ready to respond—not someday, but today.






  
  Chapter four
Training Standards


Owning equipment is only the first step. The true test of a Minuteman is his ability to use it effectively. This is why SMC emphasizes operator skills like holster draws, tactical reloads, and combat reloads. These skills, practiced until they become second nature, ensure that in a moment of crisis, you can respond with speed and accuracy. 

Physical fitness is equally important. A Minuteman must be able to move, endure, and fight if necessary. At SMC, we use fitness benchmarks to measure readiness.  A good entry level for physical readiness: 20 push-ups, 20 sit-ups, 3 pull-ups, and a 1-mile run in full kit under 14 minutes. These standards are not meant to intimidate, but to inspire men to rise to the occasion.  At the higher end of the physical readiness spectrum, you would be able to knock out: 70 push-ups, 70 sit-ups, 15 pull-ups, and a 1-mile run in full kit in 10 minutes.

SMC has established five levels of readiness, each building on the last. Level I equips you with the basics of gear and awareness. Level II adds a plate carrier, body armor, required reading, and further training. Level III pushes men to physical and tactical competence, making them assets to their communities. These standards build not only skill, but also character, endurance, and discipline.






  
  Chapter five
Shoot, Move, Communicate


Shoot, Move, Communicate is more than a catchy name—it is the framework of a warrior. To shoot is to master your weapon and your aim. Spiritually, it is to wield the Word of God with precision against lies and temptation. To move is to be agile, fit, and responsive, both physically and in following the Spirit’s leading. To communicate is to build trust with your brothers, to pray with power, and to hear God’s voice clearly. 

When these three come together, a man is fully equipped. He becomes more than a lone fighter—he becomes part of a unit, a brotherhood advancing together. In both natural and spiritual realms, Shoot, Move, and Communicate are the essentials of victory.






  
  Chapter six
Preparing for Battle


Preparation is what sets apart a man who hopes to respond from a man who knows he can respond. This includes selecting the right plate carrier, hydration system, and magazine pouches. Earth tones and multicam patterns provide versatility and camouflage in the field. Black is not a recognized color in nature's landscapes. Plate carriers should be fitted with proper plates, magazine shingles, and radio pouches. 

Additional tools like dump pouches, multitools, and combat application tourniquets (CATs) may seem like small details, but they can be lifesaving. Every piece of equipment serves a role. The wise Minuteman understands that preparation today will prevent regret tomorrow.
